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Day 4 (Monday)  CORDOBA / SEVILLE

included) and other sites that will ease our mind and spirit strolling through its narrow winding streets of the 
Jewish Quarter. In the afternoon, continue your journey to Seville. Accommodation. (B)

second largest in the Catholic world after St. Peters in Rome. Continue to Santa Cruz quarter, the natural 
scenario of “Carmen” as well as a precisely where the myth of “Don Juan” developed, then onto Maria Luisa 
Park and Plaza de España.
